TREE PLANTING & POSSIBLE FRIENDS GROUP FORMATION – 

BOLEHILL RECREATION GROUND
Hello. I am Edward Thatcher, your local Community Forester.

Cleaning and greening the environment by tree planting in the area is one of my job’s objectives. Trees can dramatically improve and enhance the local environment. They make urban areas more healthy and attractive by absorbing noise and pollution, filtering dust, producing oxygen and bringing birds and wildlife into the city. It is also important to ensure that there are sufficient trees planted for future generations to enjoy and benefit from.
THE PROPOSED PLANTING
The Community Forestry team, working with the Crookes Wlidlife Watch Group, has raised some money to plant 30 small fruit trees (maximum 4m high at maturity) and 10 heavy standard trees (full size parkland trees) in Bolehill Rec.  The proposed sites for these plantings can be seen on the attached map.  These provisional sites have been chosen in collaboration with the Wildlife Watch group, the city ecology team and the local Parks manager.  

These trees will be located away from properties and will not cause any future nuisance issues. Species are carefully selected to minimise issues such as shading and root problems.

THE MEETING 
We are holding a meeting in the pavilion in Bole Hills Rec on Wednesday the 19th Jan between 7:00pm and 8:30pm.  The purpose of the meeting is two fold:

Second, we want to investigate the possibility of setting up a Friends of Bolehill Rec group.  Jon Lewney, a local resident and manager of Wildscapes Sheffield, will lead this part of the meeting and is looking to recruit a core of interested people to take this idea forward.

Please come along to this meeting if you have any interest in either the tree plantings or the future of Bole Hills Rec in general.
